10 weeks
	The Industrial Revolution 

Historical skills: Comprehension, sources, perspectives and interpretations, empathetic understanding, research, explanation and communication
Historical concepts: Continuity and change, cause and effect, perspectives, empathetic understanding, significance
Site study: Virtual site study of a 19th-century workhouse and a wealthy estate
Students develop an understanding of life in Britain during the Industrial Revolution. They explore a variety of sources to develop an awareness of the technological advances made and the impacts they had on society. Students use skills of historical inquiry to explore experiences of people during this time.
Focus outcomes: HTLS-3, HTLS-4, HTLS-6, HTLS-8, HTLS-11, HTLS-12, HTLS-13

	Term 2

10 weeks
	Australians at War: World War I and World War II

Historical skills: Comprehension, sources, empathetic understanding
Historical concepts: Cause and effect, perspectives, empathetic understanding, significance 
Suggested films: World War I: Gallipoli, War Horse; World War II: The Diary of Anne Frank, Life Is Beautiful, Saving Private Ryan

The following novels and picture books may also be used to supplement the films: War Horse, Sadako and the Thousand Paper Cranes, Rose Blanche, The Diary of Anne Frank, The Boy in the Striped Pyjamas

Students view two films to explore World War I and World War II. They develop an understanding of where each war was fought, the warfare used, and the impact of the war on Australians. Students engage in ANZAC Day activities to demonstrate an awareness of how Australians commemorate the wars.
Focus outcomes: HTLS-3, HTLS-4, HTLS-6, HTLS-8, HTLS-9, HTLS-11, HTLS-12
